SUBJECT—CHRISTIAN SCIENCE

GOLDEN TEXT: REVELATION 10: 8

“Go and take the little book which is open in the hand of
the angel which standeth upon the sea and upon the earth.”

RESPONSIVE READING: Revelation 10 : 1-4, 9-11

And | saw another mighty angel come down from heaven, clothed with a cloud: and a
rainbow was upon his head, and his face was as it were the sun, and his feet as pillars of
fire:

Science and Health
1. 136 : 1-8

Jesus established his church and maintained his mission on a spiritual foundation of Christ-
healing. He taught his followers that his religion had a divine Principle, which would cast out
error and heal both the sick and the sinning. He claimed no intelligence, action, nor life separate
from God. Despite the persecution this brought upon him, he used his divine power to save men
both bodily and spiritually.

2. 147 : 24-29

Our Master healed the sick, practised Christian healing, and taught the generalities of its divine
Principle to his students; but he left no definite rule for demonstrating this Principle of healing
and preventing disease. This rule remained to be discovered in Christian Science.

3. 107 :1-6

In the year 1866, | discovered the Christ Science or divine laws of Life, Truth, and Love, and
named my discovery Christian Science. God had been graciously preparing me during many
years for the reception of this final revelation of the absolute divine Principle of scientific
mental healing.

4. 109 : 11-24

For three years after my discovery, | sought the solution of this problem of Mind-healing,
searched the Scriptures and read little else, kept aloof from society, and devoted time and
energies to discovering a positive rule. The search was sweet, calm, and buoyant with hope, not
selfish nor depressing. I knew the Principle of all harmonious Mind-action to be God, and that
cures were produced in primitive Christian healing by holy, uplifting faith; but I must know the
Science of this healing, and | won my way to absolute conclusions through divine revelation,
reason, and demonstration. The revelation of Truth in the understanding came to me gradually
and apparently through divine power.
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S. 128 : 4-19

The term Science, properly understood, refers only to the laws of God and to His government of
the universe, inclusive of man. From this it follows that business men and cultured scholars have
found that Christian Science enhances their endurance and mental powers, enlarges their
perception of character, gives them acuteness and comprehensiveness and an ability to exceed
their ordinary capacity. The human mind, imbued with this spiritual understanding, becomes
more elastic, is capable of greater endurance, escapes somewhat from itself, and requires less
repose. A knowledge of the Science of being develops the latent abilities and possibilities of
man. It extends the atmosphere of thought, giving mortals access to broader and higher realms.
It raises the thinker into his native air of insight and perspicacity.

6. 1:1-4

The prayer that reforms the sinner and heals the sick is an absolute faith that all things are
possible to God, — a spiritual understanding of Him, an unselfed love.

7. 342 :21-28

Christian Science awakens the sinner, reclaims the infidel, and raises from the couch of pain the
helpless invalid. It speaks to the dumb the words of Truth, and they answer with rejoicing. It
causes the deaf to hear, the lame to walk, and the blind to see. Who would be the first to disown
the Christliness of good works, when our Master says, "By their fruits ye shall know them™?

8. 482 : 27 (Christian)-31

Christian Science is the law of Truth, which heals the sick on the basis of the one Mind or God.
It can heal in no other way, since the human, mortal mind so-called is not a healer, but causes
the belief in disease.

9. Vil : 27-4

Since the author's discovery of the might of Truth in the treatment of disease as well as of sin,
her system has been fully tested and has not been found wanting; but to reach the heights of
Christian Science, man must live in obedience to its divine Principle.

10. 483:13-5

After the author's sacred discovery, she affixed the name "Science" to Christianity, the name
"error" to corporeal sense, and the name "substance" to Mind. Science has called the world to
battle over this issue and its demonstration, which heals the sick, destroys error, and reveals the

universal harmony. To those natural Christian Scientists, the ancient worthies, and to Christ
Jesus, God certainly revealed the spirit of Christian Science, if not the absolute letter.

Because the Science of Mind seems to bring into dishonor the ordinary scientific schools, which
wrestle with material observations alone, this Science has met with opposition; but if any system
honors God, it ought to receive aid, not opposition, from all thinking persons. And Christian
Science does honor God as no other theory honors Him, and it does this in the way of His
appointing, by doing many wonderful works through the divine name and nature. One must
fulfil one's mission without timidity or dissimulation, for to be well done, the work must be done
unselfishly. Christianity will never be based on a divine Principle and so found to be unerring,
until its absolute Science is reached. When this is accomplished, neither pride, prejudice,
bigotry, nor envy can wash away its foundation, for it is built upon the rock, Christ.

Truth's immortal idea is sweeping down the centuries, gathering beneath its wings the sick and
sinning. My weary hope tries to realize that happy day, when man shall recognize the Science of
Christ and love his neighbor as himself, — when he shall realize God's omnipotence and the
healing power of the divine Love in what it has done and is doing for mankind. The promises
will be fulfilled. The time for the reappearing of the divine healing is throughout all time; and
whosoever layeth his earthly all on the altar of divine Science, drinketh of Christ's cup now, and
is endued with the spirit and power of Christian healing.

In the words of St. John: "He shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you
forever."
